“Men don't ask because they do not want to look stupid,”
said Domitrz.
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However, what Domitrz has found is that when women
are asked, the common reaction is “aww” not “eww.”

“Asking doesn't ruin the moment, it enhances the
moment,” said Domitrz.

After the lecture, David Wellington, a freshman majoring
in information technology, said, “I was a little timid about
coming to it; | thought it would be another boring seminar
but after watching it, he’s an excellent speaker, and |
thought it was very, very interesting and very powerful.”

The usual phrase we hear when it comes to dating and
sexual assault is that “no means no,” but Domitrz argues
that it should be “Do you ask?” That simple question puts
the responsibility on the person taking the action of
touching another person.

According to Dormtrz, instead of focusing on what the
potential victim did not say, we should focus on what the
perpetrator did not ask.

Domitrz convinced undeclared freshman Heather Voska
to ask first. “I thought about it more, and what he said
as right, you think it will ruin the moment and kill the
spontaneity, but | think it would actually help everything
on both sides for girls and guys,” Voska said.

Domitrz summed up the discussion by saying, “What we
do is show how asking first makes all the difference both
in doing the right thing and being intimate and still sexy
and romantic all in one.
